Purpose
)
The purpose of this Outreach Plan is to delineate the strategy of the US Army Regional Environmental & Energy Offices (REEOs) to communicate, coordinate and facilitate environmental, energy and related issues of concern on behalf of the Army and the Department of Defense (DoD). The plan focuses on outreach to federal and state environmental regulatory and other agencies, state legislators, and public policy organizations.

Background
)
The Army Regional Environmental & Energy Offices work in three general areas. The first general area is legislative and regulatory engagement, in which the REEOs monitor, review and track state legislation and regulations that might  impact Army/DoD training, testing or operations, positively or negatively.  When proposed legislation or regulations might impact Army/DoD, the REEOs participate in the legislative/regulatory process to educate state legislators and regulators on Army/DoD concerns to effect changes to the proposals.

The second general area is related to the implementation of the DoD Instruction 4715.02, establishing the DoD Regional Environmental Coordinator (REC) program in which the Army is the designated DoD REC for Standard Federal Regions (EPA) Regions 4, 5, 7, 8. 

The third general area is outreach to public policy organizations, in which the REEOs seek to convey information on specific subject message areas; for example: sustainability, compatible land use and net zero energy. The REEOs do not conduct outreach to the general public.

This plan relates to REEO outreach.  In this capacity, REEOs engage in state legislative and regulatory advocacy in support of a strong US military that performs in an energy efficient and environmentally responsible manner. As small, specialized offices, the Army REEOs collaborate with national legislative and regulatory groups that represent states or local governments, effectively leveraging REEO outreach efforts. The Army REEO outreach program not only serves to educate public policymakers; it also promotes the military as an energy security leader and an environmentally responsible steward while offering accessibility to elected and appointed government officials. 

The Army REEOs have been successfully conducting outreach to state governments for 16 years.  REEOs now are sought out by the groups to provide information on encroachment, sustainability and compatible land-use, among other issue areas.  REEO representatives are now well known by senior leadership of influential policy organizations. The work of the REEOs with various groups is gaining greater visibility throughout the Army and all of the Department of Defense.

Goals of the Army REEO Outreach Program
)
1. Establish and maintain good working relationships with, and ready access to, top and senior-level regional federal and state energy, environmental and natural resource regulators and state legislators (policymakers), as well as other centers of influence in our geographic areas of responsibility (AOR).

2. Ensure that the Army’s interests are reflected in the establishment of public policy on environmental and energy related matters that may affect the Army. 

3. Educate state and local regulatory/legislative groups on military issues of concern and positions on emerging trends.

4. Be cognizant of the environmental, energy and related issues of concern to state regulators/legislators. 

5. Encourage policymaking group involvement in partnerships with the Army and DoD where appropriate and when coordinated with DoD.

6. Demonstrate that the Army REEOs are an effective operational network for communicating, coordinating and facilitating regional and state environmental, energy and related issues of concern to the Army (and DoD).

7. Support the Energy Initiative Task Force outreach efforts in support of the Office of the Deputy Assistant Secretary for Energy and Sustainability’s Renewable Energy goals.

REEO Stakeholder Overview
)
Installation Management Command generally have responsibility for coordinating outreach to stakeholders at the installation, local community and county levels. Working as a component of the office of the Assistant Secretary of the Army for Installations, Energy & Environment (ASA-IEE)—the Army’s executive agent for the DoD REC Program—the Army Regional Environmental and Energy Offices conduct outreach to national organizations of state, county and local officials, non-governmental organizations (NGOs) and to stakeholders, at the state, regional levels and in some situations, at the county level as well.  The focus of REEO outreach is not to the general public. 









The REEOs’ stakeholders are of two main types: 
· State Energy/Environmental  and Other Regulatory Agencies at federal, state and regional levels, and
· State Legislators and Public Policy Organizations whose focus is on county and state legislative and executive policy issues.







[bookmark: OLE_LINK4][bookmark: OLE_LINK5]State Energy/Environmental and Other Regulatory Agencies
The REEOs establish and maintain partnerships between regional EPA offices and state environmental regulatory agencies to communicate coordinate and facilitate environmental issues of importance primarily to Army installations. Regulatory agencies communicate regularly with national and state leaders, as well as business and local communities. They have an interest in maintaining effective relationships with the Army and DoD to address issues of mutual concern. The REEOs interact primarily, although not exclusively, with policy level individuals at various agencies, such as:

· EPA Regional Administrators, Deputy Administrators, Division Directors
· EPA Federal Facility Program Managers
· DOE Program Offices
· State Environmental Agency Heads and Executive Staff
· State Natural Resource Agency Heads and Executive Staff
· State Energy Office Heads and Executive Staff
· State Military Liaisons
· DOI Fish & Wildlife Service Directors and Executive Staff
· Natural Resources Conservation Service Heads and Executive Staff 
· Other Federal Agencies

The REEOs conduct outreach to these agency representatives through participation in periodic workgroup meetings, pollution prevention and environmental partnership meetings, and courtesy visits; distribution of newsletters and fact sheets; as well as other productive means. 


State Legislators and Public Policy Organizations 
State legislators are an important REEO stakeholder group.  Many state legislators are vocal advocates for military programs. Others may be unaware of the face of the modern military—until the Global War on Terror began, few current legislators had any experience with the military. Legislators sometimes may not realize that otherwise well-intentioned proposals could adversely impact the military services. 
 
Many national and regional public policy organizations are highly influential among state and federal legislators, policymakers, the media and the public. They communicate regularly with national and state leaders, and they participate in the formation of public policy. Several also have demonstrated their willingness to work with the military on issues of mutual concern.

When appropriate, REEOs meet with state legislators and their staffs to discuss issues of concern to the Army/DoD. In addition, the REEOs concentrate their outreach efforts with public policy organizations where maximum potential for mutual benefit is likely.

REEOs conduct outreach to these organizations’ staffs and members through attendance and presentations at national and regional conferences; meetings with key individual organization staffers; participation in technical and working committees; participation in courtesy visits; distribution of newsletters and fact kits, and other productive means. 







MESSAGES AND DELIVERY

The REEOs convey broad Army/DoD messages related to environmental and other matters. The primary messages include:

· The Army is committed to sustainable installations, ranges, operations and communities. 
· Realistic training is essential to the US military mission. Realistic training enhances success on the battlefield.
· Sound environmental stewardship sustains the viability of military training lands.
· Installations are safe havens of biodiversity and endangered species.
· Compatible land-use planning minimizes encroachment.
· The US military is committed to protecting the public, our troops and the environment.
· Military installations and their neighboring communities share resources as well as solutions to problems. 
· The Army is committed to energy conservation and an energy posture which enhances and ensures mission success and quality of life of our soldiers and their families.

While communicating these primary messages, the REEOs may also incorporate the following secondary messages in their work with regulators, legislators and public policy organizations: 

· The REEOs are a knowledgeable source of information regarding Army/DoD environmental and related issues. 
· REEOs rapidly coordinate responses to environmental, energy and related issues affecting military operations and environmental and energy security across the services. 
· REEOs support the US military mission by working to reduce inconsistent, unduly burdensome or unreasonable environmental and related legislative and regulatory requirements on the military.
· The Army and DoD have an interest in establishing and maintaining open dialogue and collaborative partnerships with policymakers at the regulatory, legislative and executive levels of federal and state government.  
· The REEOs are an effective point of access to the Army and DoD. 

Message delivery is as important as the messages themselves. Conducting effective outreach is a learned skill, requiring the ability to adeptly communicate with diverse audiences, tailor messages to specific needs of individual groups, sense when either the message or delivery needs to change, and make adjustments on the spot. REEO representatives from each office have these skills and are ideally suited to the outreach mission.  REEO personnel are encouraged to continue to hone their communication skills through training as needed.








OUTREACH STRATEGY

State Environmental, energy and Other Regulatory Agencies
1. Develop and maintain contacts and partnerships between the Army, EPA, and state environmental, energy and natural resource regulatory agencies to encourage a team approach to problem solving. These partnerships are expanded to include DoD representatives as appropriate.
a. Ensure that states know Army (and DoD) environmental, energy and related issues of concern. 
b. Facilitate and coordinate periodic meetings.
c. Emphasize the importance of meeting regularly.
d. Present opportunities for all participants to inform others of their accomplishments and challenges.

2. Publish articles, as appropriate, about Army (and DoD) involvement with regulatory agencies in stakeholder and REEO publications. 

3. Foster relationships with state military liaisons through courtesy visits and briefings.

State Legislators and Public Policy Organizations 
1. Cultivate relationships with policymakers. 
a. Work with groups on collaborative projects that improve education and understanding of issues of importance, both to the US military and to organizations. 

2. Interact at key meetings of organizations, as appropriate. 
a. In advance of conferences, prepare white papers, fact sheets, and fact kits on Army (and DoD) issues of concern for distribution during the conferences.
b. In advance of conferences, identify key attendees, and arrange brief courtesy meetings.
c. In advance of conferences, identify suggested legislation, possible resolutions, or other “hot buttons” of concern to Army (and DoD) that may arise during the conference. Seek opportunities to initiate resolutions in support of Army (and DoD) issues of concern.
d. Participate in relevant policy meetings and social functions at each conference to meet and discuss issues with key attendees and organization leadership. If suggested legislation or resolutions are to be introduced that impact Army (and DoD), discuss and answer questions. 
e. After conferences, maintain contact with key attendees and organization leadership.

3. Present briefings at selected organization conferences/meetings, or arrange for other Army/DoD representatives to do so. Distribute information kits at briefings. 
a. One month before conferences, use pre-registration lists, if available,  to notify attendees of the briefing time and place, or location of the Army/DoD booth, if one has been reserved.
b. Export presentations from one group meeting to another, when appropriate.  

4. Working with the DASA-SI and IMCOM, propose and coordinate tours of installations near conference sites, if and when such action may benefit Army advocacy efforts.

5. Staff display booths at selected organization meetings to gain exposure for Army (and DoD) issues.
a. Customize the booth to relate specifically to the meeting audience and the briefing given by the Army (and DoD) representative. 
b. Staff the booth with personable and knowledgeable REEO personnel who can invite and answer questions and discuss issues of Army concern. 
c. Offer relevant literature at the booth.
d. Following the meeting, distribute e-mail letters acknowledging individual visits and offering further information.
e. Evaluate the success of participation in the event by tracking leads interested in working with the REEOs on current or future issues.

6. Publish informational articles on Army (and DoD) issues of concern in organizations’ newsletters and magazines. 
a. Encourage article publication in advance of annual conferences or to coincide with other special events. 
b. With publisher’s permission, reprint articles for distribution at future events. 

7. Working with organizations’ leadership, contribute to their new member orientation courses. Contribute information on working with state legislatures and county officials to instructors of garrison pre-commander training modules. 

8. As appropriate, provide input on draft/proposed language for suggested legislation, regulations or resolutions under consideration by organizations’ committees.  

9. As appropriate, post follow-up news stories and photos of participation with organizations’ events in REEO publications. 

10. Add organization points of contact to distribution lists to receive Army news and information, as appropriate. 

11. Meet with state legislators to discuss state issues of concern to Army (and DoD). Propose solutions that would benefit both the military services and legislators’ constituents.  

12. Seek support of the DASA-ESOH, IMCOM and US Army Environmental Command in distributing information about Army activities with state and county elected officials.
